BACKGROUND: 

The District was one of the inaugural members of the Tuolumne Stanislaus Integrated 
Regional Planning (IRWM) JPA and Watershed Advisory Committee.  The District 

adopted the IRWM Plan in 2013.  The IRWMP was updated per state requirements in 
2016, and it is requested that this Board once again adopt the updated IRWMP.  The

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE GROVELAND 
COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT ADOPTING THE 2016 TUOLUMNE-
STANISLAUS INTEGRATED REGIONAL WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN 

WHEREAS, the Groveland Community Services District (herein referred to as   District) 
is a local government agency formed and operating in accordance with Section §61000 
et seq. of the California Government Code; and 

WHEREAS, the District and other regional water agencies share a common interest in 
maximizing the beneficial use of water within the Tuolumne-Stanislaus Region and find 
that would be to their mutual advantage and the public’s benefit to coordinate the 
implementation and funding of the Tuolumne-Stanislaus Integrated Regional Water 
Management Plan (Plan); and 
 
WHEREAS, in 2002, the California legislature enacted Division 6, Part 2.2, of the 
California Water Code, known as the Integrated Regional Water Management Planning 
Act of 2002, for the purpose of encouraging local agencies to work together to manage 
their available water supplies and to improve the quality, quantity and availability of 
those supplies; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District is a member of the Tuolumne-Stanislaus Integrated Regional 
Water Management Region; and 
 
WHEREAS, the TSIRWMA updated the Plan to be consistent with the 2016 IRWM plan 
standards and was the update was reviewed by Department of Water Resources and 
found to be consistent with the IRWM Planning Act and related IRWM Plan Standards 
contained in the 2016 IRWM Program Guidelines; and  

 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of Groveland 
Community Services District approves Resolution 51-2020 adopting the 2016 
Tuolumne-Stanislaus Integrated Regional Water Management Plan.
